On or about December 18, 2004, Quirino Ernesto Paulino Castillo ("Paulino"), was
aITestedin the Dominican Republic in connection with the seizure of approximately 1,387
kilograms of cocaine that Paulino, and others, intended to import into the United States. On 01'
about February 19, 2005, Paulino was extradited from the Dominican Republic to the United
States on an Indictment S7 04 CR. 1353 which charged him with participating in conspiracies to
import 5 kilograms and more of cocaine into the United States; distribute 5 kilograms and more
of cocaine knowing and intending that it would be imported into the United States; distribute and
possess with intent to distribute more than 5 kilograms of cocaine; and engage in money
laundering.

On or about February 7, 2008, Paulino entered a plea of guilty to all five counts in
Indictment S7 04 CR. 1353. In entering his plea, Paulino allocuted to his involvement in
conspiracies from in or about 1996 to in or about 2002 that involved the importation and
distribution of 30,000 kilograms (approximately 33 tons) of cocaine and the laundering of
millions of dollars in narcotics proceeds. In addition, Paulino agreed to forfeit to the United
States a sum ofmoney of $14.5 million, which represents the United States Government's
estimation ofthe net drug proceeds that Paulino received from his drug trafficking activities from
1996through to 2004.

We understand that the Office ofthe Public Prosecutor for the National District ofthe

Dominican Republic ("Dominican Office of the Public Prosecutor") issued charges against
Paulino and other individuals with respect to the seizure of a shipment of drugs on April 9, 2003,
consisting of a total of approximately 1,130 kilos of cocaine bound for San Juan, Puerto Rico. In
the above mentioned indictment, the Dominican Office of the Public Prosecutor also charged the
